Winter It All Adds Up to Cleaner Air 

Traffic Congestion and Cleaner Air Public Information Program

A national public education campaign to improve air quality and reduce traffic congestion has added new resources focused on winter themes.

The It All Adds Up To Cleaner Air initiative – cosponsored by the U.S. Department of Transportation and U.S. Environmental Protection Agency – now has available winter-specific public education materials.  

The overall goal of the initiative is to raise public awareness that by making a few small changes in our travel choices we can have less traffic congestion and cleaner air.  The winter themes of trip chaining – or combining errands into one trip – and telecommuting remind people that they can take simple steps to reduce traffic congestion and air pollution in every season. 

New promotional materials include:

· Flash animation that combines music, pictures and text to highlight the winter-program messages, plus instructions on how to link to it from your Web site

· Print ads (eight) that promote the winter messages

· Outdoor and transit ads (sixteen) focusing on the winter messages

· Radio scripts (three) that promote the winter messages

· Flyer with winter tips

· Online quiz focused on the winter tips, plus instructions on how to add it to your Web site

· Press release sample that a community could use to announce its participation in the winter theme program

· Event/activity suggestions for promoting the winter tips

· Trip Chain Checklist to help people plan multiple activities in a single trip
